actuality, Little Pub, which sits on busy Ethan Allen Highway in Ridgefield, was home to an
antiques shop until four months ago, when Daneen Grabe, of Fairfield, worked her magic on
the space, transforming it into one of the area’s most popular hangouts, drawing fans
from across the state, and a large contingent of Europeans who find it feels like home.
